BACKGROUND CHECKS WITHOUT FINGERPRINTS

☐ Holidays and Family Visits: A person who stays at your home for more than 7 consecutive days needs a frequent 
visitor background check. A person who stays at your home 3 or more times per year and the duration of each stay 
exceeds 48 hours will also need frequent visitor background check 
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BABYSITTER/RESPITE PROVIDERS VERSES NORMAL CHILDHOOD ACTIVITIES 

A person who provides care, for a child in care, without supervision by a foster parent.  

Babysitters and Respite providers must:

To distinguish between a Babysitter and a normal activity, you must ask yourself the following questions: 

 ☐ Is my child in care going to be watched by this person alone?     

If yes- they are a Babysitter/Respite provider 

☐ Is my child in care going over to this particular home where there are other children his/her age ever day 
after school until I get home from work? 

If yes, they are a Babysitter/Respite provider. 
 

 ☐ Is this a special occasion event where my child in care is going to spend the weekend at my parents? 
If yes- they are not a Babysitter/Respite provider 

 
☐ Is my child in care going to go over to this particular home where there are other children his/her age and

When in doubt err on the side of caution and have the person go through the steps to become a Babysitter. 
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FIRST 60 DAYS

3-day Medical Exam: Must be completed within 3 business days for children entering the RFS program. 
Must visit a doctor to see if the child is hurt or sick and get any treatments needed. 

25-day Medical Exam: Must be completed within 25 days for all children entering DFPS care.  

*If your child is sick, please DO NOT tell them the symptoms when scheduling this appointment. This 
appointment is for the 30-Day Checkup ONLY. Once you are speaking with the doctor in person, you can address 
other concerns at that time.

Hearing and Vision Screen: Must be completed within 25 days for children entering DFPS care for all 
children.

At intake, RFS will let you know what appointments are needed for the child placed in your 
home along with the corresponding due dates.

HIGH RISK - If it is believed for whatever reason a child is considered to be a HIGH RISK for committing suicide: 
 
The child will be immediately referred either to the local MHMR or taken to the nearest Emergency Room for 
evaluation. 
 
Under no circumstance will the child be left alone until they have a formal assessment by a mental health professional. 
 
Call a Renaissance Staff. 
 
The Foster/Adoptive/Kinship Parents will remove all items which may be used by the child/youth to harm themselves or 
others.  These include, but are not limited to: 

1. The child/youth’s shoelaces, 
2. Belts, 
3. Sharp objects including pencil sharpeners, 
4. Any item which may be used as a club or a bat, 
5. Any item which may be used to hang or strangle themselves, 
6. Any items found in the bathroom which may also be used to harm themselves or others. 

 
Follow the supervision plan that will be developed. 

Follow any recommendations made by the mental health professionals. 

POTIENTIAL RISK - If it is believed a child may have a POTIENTIAL RISK for committing a suicide attempt: 
 
The child will be referred either to the local MHMR or taken to the nearest Emergency Room for evaluation as soon as 
possible but no later than 24 hours from the screening. 
 
Under no circumstance will the child be left alone until they have a formal assessment by a mental health professional. 
 
The Foster/Adoptive/Kinship Parents will have the child/youth leave the bathroom door partially open (closed enough to 
provide privacy, but open enough for the parent to listen in to what the child/youth is doing). 
 
The home will provide 24-hour awake caregivers for the child/youth who will stay in the child/youth’s bedroom or 
outside the room with the door open. 
 
 If the home is a two-parent home, then one parent will remain awake while the other sleeps and then trade off.  If the 
home is a single parent or unable to have one parent stay awake, they may call in their support caregiver, a babysitter or 
other adult and responsible family member. 
 
If the home is still unable to ensure they have an adult remain awake at all times, then the Program Director will direct 
either staff to go into the home and cover the awake time or another qualified Foster/Adoptive Parent.  
 
It is the responsibility of the Foster/Adoptive Parent to inform the Renaissance program their plan for providing awake 
caregivers and to obtain approval for their plan from the Program Director. 
 
The Foster/Adoptive/Kinship Parents will remove all items which may be used by the child/youth to harm themselves or 
others.  These include, but are not limited to: 

1. The child/youth’s shoelaces, 
2. Belts, 
3. Sharp objects including pencil sharpeners,

4. Any item which may be used as a club or a bat,

SELFHARM - If it is believed that a child may try to harm themselves but is not a risk for suicide: 
 
Notify the Renaissance office.

2. Belts, 
3. Sharp objects including pencil sharpeners, 
4. Any item which may be used as a club or a bat,

Search the child’s room and belongings to ensure they do not have anything in their possession that may cause them 
harm.

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RENAISSANCE FAMILY SERVICES 

PROGRAM DISASTER AND EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLAN 

It is expected that every foster/kinship/adoptive home develop their own disaster and emergency plan prior to being 
verified and according to Renaissance policies and procedures.  This plan will be posted in the foster/kinship/adoptive 
home and a copy placed in the foster/kinship/adoptive file. 

For the program office, all staff must ensure during any disaster or emergency which effects the ability of the office to 
be open, they: 

1. Do everything possible to assist the foster/kinship/adoptive parents associated with that office. 
2. If available, contact a member of the leadership team to see if they may be needed to assist any 

foster/kinship/adoptive parent or 
3. Assist in the removal and storage of any child’s and/or foster/kinship/adoptive home files or other confidential 

information that is not stored in an electronic format.   

By nature, such disaster and emergencies include, but are not limited to: (1610) 

1. Acts of nature such as floods, hurricanes, fires and/or tornadoes. 
2. Chemical or hazardous materials. 
3. Critical equipment failure. 
4. Weapons of mass destruction events. 
5. Acts of terrorism. 

Preserving Records in a Disaster  (1620) 

Employees are to utilize their personal storage space through their Microsoft Office when creating information that will 
be placed in the child’s or foster/kinship/adoptive parent’s file. 

All information received from the foster/kinship/adoptive parent is not only placed in the child’s or the 
foster/kinship/adoptive parent’s file, but it is also scanned and stored in a secure cloud storage. 

 
All information received from the child/youth’s referring agency is also scanned and stored in a secure cloud storage. 
If possible, the Program Director or other leadership staff will make it to the local Renaissance office to secure all non-
electronic copies of documents regarding the child/youth’s file. 

Providing Services to children during and after a disaster (1630) 

During any mass evacuation, emergency evacuation, quarantines or disaster that affects any of the RFS families and/or 
staff, it is expected that the staff who are able, continue to be available to any of the children/youth in care even if it is 
by phone to provide crisis counseling and other interventions both during and after the disaster. 
 
It is also expected that the staff are available to any child in care once the emergency or disaster is over to assist them 
and provide counseling to them if needed. 
 
If no staff is available, the foster/kinship/adoptive parent is expected to reach out to any community organization such 
as the red cross or church leader at the place where they have relocated to assist in the counseling needs of the 
child/youth in their care. 
 
The foster/kinship/adoptive parent is also expected to ensure that the medical needs of any child/youth in their care are 
met during and immediately after the disaster occurs.  They are expected to if needed find a doctor at the area they 
have evacuated or to take the child/youth to the local hospital to ensure they have proper medical treatment, they have 
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proper medications such as insulin or asthma-related treatments and they also have their needed psychotropic 
medications. 
 
Maintaining communication during a disaster (1640) 
 
At all times during and after a disaster, the staff of RFS and its foster/kinship/adoptive parents will have the on-call 
phone number as the contact number for the office, as well as e-mail address. 
It is expected during any disaster, the foster/kinship/parents maintain regular contact with the Program Director by 
calling, e-mailing, or texting them at least every other day with the status of themselves, the children/youth in their care 
and their families. 
 
It is also expected staff maintain regular contact with the Program Director at least every other day utilizing the same 
methods. 
 
It is the responsibility of the RFS Program Director to ensure every child/youth in their program is accounted for and 
their exact location is known.  

a. The Program Director will be responsible for overseeing the contacting of the child/youth’s caseworker 
and the caseworker’s supervisor with the information regarding the identification of each child 
including their name, age, sex, location and where they currently are in their travel or if they have 
arrived to their designation. 

b. The Program Director will supply DFPS and CPS two emergency contact numbers (including the name of 
staff) during any disaster or situation which requires an emergency response for either the RFS office or 
any of its foster/kinship/adoptive homes who will be available to the department at all times.  Unless 
otherwise changed, the two contact numbers will be the Program Director and the Executive Director 
or the RFS owner. 

c. The Program Director or the Executive Director will be responsible for contacting CPS to provide 
information on the location and condition of every child/youth in care and to make this contact every 
day unless otherwise instructed until every child/youth’s location and condition is known and reported. 

1) This contact will occur via the internet should DFPS enable their online reporting during mass 
evacuations in Texas.  The web site is http://www.dfps.state.tx.us 

2) If the online feature is not enabled or there is no access to the internet, then RFS Program 
Director or Executive Director will contact CPS through the DFPS abuse/neglect hotline at 1-
800-252-5400. 

Post Disaster Plans  (1650) 

All foster/kinship/adoptive parents are expected to evacuate to places where they can provide ever children in their 
home with the proper food, power, water and transportation.   
 
No foster/kinship/adoptive parent is allowed to return to their homes with a child who is in care until their homes are 
able to provide that child with proper food, power, water and transportation.  
 

Reviewing and updating the disaster plan (1660) 

The Program Director will ensure the Renaissance office Disaster and Emergency Response Plans are:  
 

● Reviewed and updated if needed every year. 
● Reviewed and updated any time there is a change in the administration, personnel, phone numbers or possible 

evacuation locations.  
● That a copy of the office Disaster and Emergency Response Plan is given to every foster/kinship/adoptive parent 

and staff. 
 
Distribution of the disaster plan (1670)

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All RFS programs and Foster/Kinship/Adoptive parents will have a written disaster and emergency response plan prior to 
being verified. 
 
The foster/kinship/adoptive parents are expected to keep the home’s plan updated at all times. 
 
The plan will be located in the foster/kinship/adoptive parent’s home. 
 
The plan will also be located in the foster/kinship/adoptive parent’s file. 
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Operating Policies and Procedures 

 
Code of Conduct for Foster/Adoptive Parents and other Caregivers, Conflict of Interest 
 
Policy 
 
A. Relationships between employees, contract service providers, individuals in placement, foster and adoptive parents 
and individuals in placements family members must be on a professional level at all times and are maintained and 
developed in the best interest of the individuals being served and the Renaissance program.  MS 749.107 (1) 
 
Persons responsible for carrying out the policy 
 All Renaissance program staff 
 All RFS foster/adoptive/kinship parents 
 All RFS Service Providers and Consultants 
 
Procedure  
 
B. Foster/Adoptive parents, caregivers and other family members will ensure they maintain a proper professional 
relationship with all individuals associated with the agency including employees, individuals in placement, their family 
members and service contract providers.  This relationship includes, but is not limited to, ensuring the proper 
confidentiality of all individuals served is maintained according to established policies and procedures.  Also that no 
foster/adoptive parent, caregiver or adoptive parent will solicit other foster and adoptive families or individual in care 
families for any purpose other than to  fulfill the highest standard of care for those individuals being served.   
 

1. Employees are held to the same code of conduct in ensuring they maintain a professional relationship with all 
persons associated with a RFS program; 

2. Foster/Adoptive parents are encouraged to report any violation of the RFS conflict of interest or code of conduct 
violations to the Renaissance Program Director or the Executive Director. 

 
C. Any current owner of Renaissance Family Services, current member of the Governing Body, Executive Director, any 
current employee or active contract service provider will not be verified by a Renaissance Family Services of Texas as a 
foster or adoptive home. MS 749.107 RCC 25 (I) 
 
D. Renaissance Management Group of Texas, LLC dba Renaissance Family Services of Texas owners, members of the 
governing body, and employees are prohibited from entering into any independent financial relationship or transaction 
with current and prospective foster and adoptive parents where such financial relationship or transactions would be 
based on the individual employee, governing body member or RFS owner.  The financial relationship between RFS 
agency and the current or prospective foster or adoptive parent will be found in the foster parent agreement and/or the 
individual child in care agreement.  MS 749.107 (3) 
 
E. Additional expectations for foster/adoptive/kinship parents, adoptive parents and other caregivers associated with a 
Renaissance program include: 

1. Abide by all Renaissance policies and procedures which are applicable to the foster/adoptive home as well as all 
minimum standards and contractual obligations; 

2. Keep honest and accurate records which reflect the true behaviors of individuals in their care and report these 
behaviors as honestly and objectively as possible; 

3. Do not offer or participate in any fraud, kickbacks, bribes or other arrangements designed to  induce referrals or 
business; 

4. Maintain the confidentiality of the individuals in care, sharing their information with only those persons who 
need to know; 
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Tobacco Products and E-Cigarettes

At no time is a foster/adoptive/kinship parent, household members or visiting individuals allowed to smoke/use tobacco 
products, e-cigarettes, and/or vaporizers while inside the home or while in a motor vehicle while transporting children in 
care.

Minimum Standard §749.1003(b)(1)(B) 749.1003. What rights does a child in care have?

(b)The following categories include the child’s rights that you must adhere to:  
(1) Safety and care, including:  

(B) The right to be free from abuse, neglect, and exploitation [High] 
 
At no time is a foster/adoptive/kinship parent or any household member allowed to use illegal drugs in the home or 
while legally caring for a child in DFPS care.  
 
I hereby agree upon a request made under the drug policy of Renaissance Family Services and/or the Department of 
HHS and/or the Department of DFPS, to submit to a drug test and to furnish a sample of my urine or hair follicle for 
analysis. I understand and agree that if I at any time refuse to submit to a drug test under RFS company policy, HHS or 
DFPS, or if I otherwise fail to cooperate with the testing procedures, it will be considered a failed test and my license will 
be subject to immediate termination. If requested, I must comply within the same business day. If the drug test is not 
completed within the timeline, the children placed in the home may be removed.  
 
This policy and authorization have been explained to me in a language I understand, and I have been told that if I have 
any questions about the test or the policy, they will be answered. 
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Child Rights for Foster/Adoptive/Kinship Parents 
Safety and Care MS 749.1003(b)(1) 

● The right to good care and treatment that meets the child’s needs in the most family-like setting possible  
● The right to be free from abuse, neglect, and exploitation  
● The right to fair treatment  

Family Contacts MS 749.1003(b)(2), MS. 749.1009 a), MS 749.1011 
o The right to maintain regular contact with the child’s parents and siblings, unless restrictions are necessary 

because of the child’s best interest, the decision of an appropriate professional, or a court order. 

Living a Normal Life MS 749.1003(b)(3) MS 749.1013(a), MS 749.1015 (a-b), MS 749.1017  
● The right to speak and be spoken to in the child’s own language, including Braille if the child is blind or sign 

language if the child is deaf.  
● The right to receive educational services appropriate to the child’s age and developmental level  
● The right to have the child’s religious needs met  
● The right to participate in childhood activities, including foster family activities and activities away from the 

foster home and the foster parents, that are appropriate for the child’s age, maturity, and developmental level  
● The right to privacy, including sending and receiving unopened mail, making and receiving phone calls, keeping a 

personal journal, and having visitors, unless the child’s best interest, appropriate professionals, or court order 
necessitates restrictions  

● The right to personal care, hygiene, and grooming equipment and supplies and training in how to use them  
● The right to have comfortable clothing, which is suitable to the child’s age and size and similar to the clothing of 

other children in the community. Teenagers should have reasonable opportunities to select the clothing  
● The right to clothing that protects the child against the weather  
● The right to have personal items at the child’s home and to get additional things within reasonable limits  
● The right to personal space in the child’s bedroom to store clothes and belongings  
● The right to be informed of search policies and be free of unreasonable searches and unreasonable removal of 

personal items  
o A child, his possessions, or his room may be searched only when you have reasonable suspicion:  

▪ Of the presence of a prohibited item or an item that endangers the child’s safety; 
▪ That the child made suicidal threats or threatened to hurt himself or others; or 
▪ That the child or children was involved in theft. 

● With the exception of a child’s mouth, a caregiver may not conduct a body cavity search of a child in care. 
● Depending on the child’s age and maturity, the right to seek employment, keep the child’s own money, have a 

bank account in the child’s name, and get paid for any work done for the agency or home as part of the child’s 
service plan or vocational training, with the exception of assigned routine duties that relate to the child’s living 
environment, such as cleaning the child’s room, or other chores, or work assigned as a disciplinary measure  

● The right to consent in writing before taking part in any publicity or fund raising activity for the foster home or 
agency, including the use of the child’s photograph  

● The right to refuse to make public statements showing gratitude to the foster home or agency  
● The right to not be pressured to get an abortion, give up her child for adoption, or parent her child, if applicable 

Discipline MS 749.1003(b)(4) 
● The right to be free from any harsh, cruel, unusual, unnecessary, demeaning, or humiliating treatment or 

punishment.  
● This means the child must not be:  

o Shaken 
o  Subjected to or threatened with corporal punishment, including spanking or hitting the child  
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o Forced to do unproductive work that serves no purpose except to demean the child, such as moving 
rocks from one pile to another or digging a hole and then filling it in  

o Denied food, sleep, a bathroom, mail, or family visits as punishment  
o Subjected to remarks that belittle or ridicule the child or the child’s family  
o Threatened with the loss of placement or shelter as punishment  
o Subjected to demeaning behavior to embarrass, control, harm, intimidate, or isolate the child. 

“Demeaning behavior” may include using physical force, rumors, threats, or inappropriate comments  
● The right to discipline that is appropriate to the child’s age, maturity, and developmental level 
● The right to have restrictions or disciplinary policies explained to the child at admittance and when the measures 

are imposed 

Plans for the Child While in Care MS 749.1003(b)(5) 
● The right to have a comprehensive service plan that addresses the child’s needs, including transitional and 

discharge planning 
● The right to actively participate in the development of the child’s service plan within the limits of the child’s 

comprehension and ability to manage the information. The child has the right to a copy or summary of the plan. 
A child 14 years of age or older has the right to review and sign the service plan  

Medical Care and Records MS 749.1003(b)(6) 
● The right to medical, dental, vision, and mental health care and developmental services that adequately meet 

the child’s needs. The right to request that the care or services be separate from adults (other than young 
adults) who are receiving services  

● The right to be free of unnecessary or excessive medication  
● The right to confidential care and treatment, including keeping medical records and agency records private and 

only discussing them when it is about the child’s care 

Complaints MS 749.1003(b)(7) 
● The right to make calls, reports, or complaints without interference, coercion, punishment, retaliation, or 

threats of punishment or retaliation. The child may make these calls, reports, or complaints anonymously. 
Depending upon the nature of the complaint, the child has the right to call, report, or complain to  
o The DFPS Texas Abuse/Neglect Hotline at 1-800-252-5400;  
o The HHSC Ombudsman for Children and Youth Currently in Foster Care at 1- 844-286-0769 
o The DFPS Office of Consumer Affairs at 1-800-720-7777;  
o Disability Rights of Texas at 1-800-252-9108. 

Education 
● The right to appropriate education through participation in an educational/vocational program in the most 

appropriate and least restrictive educational settings, for example: attending regular classes conducted in an 
accredited elementary, middle, or secondary school within the community or home schooling.  

● Foster parents and caregivers must 
o Attend and participate in school staffings, conferences, and education planning meetings  
o Make reasonable efforts to allow the child to participate in extracurricular activities  
o Make reasonable efforts to allow the child to participate in school extracurricular activities to the extent 

of his interests and abilities and in accordance with his service plan.

Emergency hearings: Occur when a 
child is removed prior to receiving a 
court order in emergency cases.  
 

Non-emergency hearings/Show 
Cause hearings:  CPS asks a judge 
to approve a removal prior to 
removing the child. 

 

Status hearings: This hearing is to make sure that the parents have a family plan 
that they can follow in order for their child to return home. It also ensures that 
both parents are aware of the CPS involvement and the legal suit. 

 

Adversary hearings: The judge decides whether to return the child to his/her 
parents or if the child would still be at risk of continued abuse or neglect. If the 
child is not returned, he/she may be placed with a relative or close friend. 
Otherwise, the child will stay in foster care.  

 

Permanency Court Reviews: The court will review parents progress on meeting 
the requirements of court orders and the family service plan based on a report 
by CPS. This report includes a final recommendation on a plan for a permanent 
place for the child to live. The court may issue any additional orders it deems 
necessary. After that, permanency court reviews are held every four months until 
the case is resolved, and the child's legal status is permanent. 

 

Court Resolution:  The court makes a final decision on the child’s placement.  The 
court may extend the 12-month deadline for up to six more months also called 
final trial. 

Placement Review Hearings: If a court gives CPS permanent custody of a child 
(permanent managing conservatorship), the court reviews the child's living 
arrangements and plans every six months. 

Within 14 days of coming into care
